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DECISION 01/2021 OF THE GOVERNING BOARD OF
THE EUROPEAN INSTITUTE OF INNOVATION AND TECHNOLOGY (EIT)

ON ADOPTING THE EIT BUDGET AND ESTABLISHMENT PLAN FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2021

THE GOVERNING BOARD OF THE EUROPEAN INSTITUTE OF INNOVATION AND TECHNOLOGY,

Having regard to Regulation (EC) No 294/2008" of the European Parliament and of the Council of 11 March 2008
establishing the European Institute of Innovation and Technology , as amended by Regulation (EU) No 1292/2013°
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 11 December 2013 (hereinafter referred to as the "EIT
Regulation"), and in particular Article 20(8) and (10) thereof and Section 2(a) of the Statutes annexed to the EIT
Regulation;

Having regard to the Decision of the Governing Board of the EIT of 25 September 2019 on the Financial Regulation of
the European Institute of Innovation and Technology (hereinafter referred to as ‘EIT Financial Regulation')g, and in
particular Article 33 thereof;

Having regard to Regulation (EU, Euratom) 2018/1046 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 18 July 2018
on the financial rules applicable to the general budget of the Union, amending Regulations (EU) No 1296/2013, (EU)

No 1301/2013, (EU) No 1303/2013, (EU) No 1304/2013, (EU) No 1309/2013, (EU) No 1316/2013, (EU) No 223/2014,
(EU) No 283/2014, and Decision No 541/2014/EU and repealing Regulation (EU, Euratom) No 966/2012 (hereinafter
referred to as the ‘EU Financial Regulation’)*;

Having regard to Commission Delegated Regulation (EU) 2019/715 of 18 December 2018 on the framework financial
regulation for the bodies set up under the TFEU and Euratom Treaty and referred to in Article 70 of Regulation (EU,
Euratom) 2018/1046 of the European Parliament and of the Council (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Framework
Financial Regulation’)’;

WHEREAS

(1) The EIT Governing Board shall adopt the budget of the EIT and the establishment plan.

(2) The budget and the establishment plan of the EIT will become definitive after final adoption of the general
budget of the Union budget for the financial year 2021 setting the amount of the contribution and the
establishment plan. If necessary, the budget of the EIT and its establishment plan shall be adjusted
accordingly.
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(3) The second draft general budget of the European Union for 2021 was adopted on 10 December 2020.

(4) In the new Multiannual Financial Framework period EIT receives its budget from budget line 01.020303
owned by Directorate General for Research and Innovation. In relation to a possible requirement for EIT to
contribute to horizontal expenditure of the Horizon Europe Programme, its commitment credit for 2021 has
been decreased by EUR 4.475 million, which has been reflected in the annexed statement of revenue. EIT
intends to clarify this requirement as well as the respective new methodology applied for its budget. Any
resulting change in the EIT’s contribution will be reflected by way of an amendment of the EIT Budget.

(5) At the time of the preparation of the budget for 2021, EIT’s share from the contribution of third countries to
the Horizon Europe Programme was not known, therefore this contribution will be inscribed by an amending
budget as soon as the final amount is set.

(6) The budget result for 2020 is positive. In accordance with Article 17 of the EIT Financial Regulation, the
positive budget result shall be entered in the budget as revenue. This increased the payment appropriations
for KICs grants.

(7) In accordance with Article 12 of the EIT Financial Regulation, appropriations, which have not been used by
the end of the financial year for which they were entered, shall be cancelled. Differentiated commitment
appropriations, that have been cancelled, may be re-entered for the following three financial years until
2021. In line with this provision, EIT has re-entered appropriations cancelled in 2020 as well as those ones
cancelled in previous years and not used until the financial year 2021. This increased entirely the
commitment appropriations for KICs grants.

HAS DECIDED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1

The budget of the EIT for the financial year 2021, with the breakdown detailed in the Annex | to this decision, is
hereby adopted for a total commitment appropriation of EUR 369,659,099.78 and for a total payment
appropriation of EUR 400,668,840.54.

The establishment plan of the EIT for the financial 2021, as presented in Annex Il to this decision, is hereby
adopted.

Article 2

The budget and the establishment plan of the EIT will become definitive after final adoption of the general
budget of the Union budget for the financial year 2021 setting the amount of the contribution and the
establishment plan. If necessary, the budget of the EIT and the establishment plan shall be adjusted accordingly.

Until such time as the general budget of the Union for the financial year 2021 is adopted, the establishment plan

for 2021 remains unadopted. Furthermore, this decision is subject to the final adoption of the EIT Regulation, the
Horizon Europe Regulation and the SIA Decision by the legislative authority without substantial modifications.
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2. This decision shall enter into force on 1 January 2021 subject to the conditions set out in paragraph 1 above.

Remarks

This appropriation is intended to cover:

— expenses related to the obligations of the institution regarding external invitations, including in connection with work carried out by the EIT’s
units, and representation expenses for the Director and Head of Units,

— miscellaneous protocol expenditure, such as on flags, display stands, invitation cards, printed menus, etc. (former expense line 1700)
